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An individual person is unique and valuable. This value we place on the individua finds expression
in a cluster of ideas and attitudes. People should be treated as ends in themselves, and never merely
as means. One person's loss is not necessarily justified by someone else's gain. People have rights,
And, linked to these ideas (psychologically if not logically) is the pleasure we take in human
variety, and a preference for a society in which individuality flourishes
